PSY 399/499 Internship Mentor: The Psychology Department internship program works such that students may earn course credit (between 1 and 3 credits per semester) for completing a typically non-paid internship that they have arranged on their own. The department provides a list of possible internship locations, but students are able to seek out their own locations as well and get them approved by the department. Each student must have a mentor who is a faculty member in the department who will monitor student progress in the internship, and the student must identify an appropriate faculty member. Work as an internship mentor is not required of faculty, does not count as teaching, and is not rewarded by the department. Faculty who choose to mentor formulate their own strategies for doing so. I typically meet with students every over week to review their activities, ensure that they are completing their hours, and offer any guidance they may need. I also assign readings based on their experiences (peer-reviewed journal articles) and ask for reflection papers that connect readings and experiences. I am also available in between meetings as needed.

Summer Training in Alcohol Research Fellowship Mentor: This program was funded by an R25 grant awarded to Mark Prendergast (Psychology) and Kimberly Nixon (Pharmacy) by the National Institute of Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (R25 AA022823). The grant was designed to provide an opportunity for undergraduates from across the country to have an experience working on a research project with a faculty member focusing on alcohol research, preparing them for graduate school and ultimately a career as a research scientist. I served as one of the faculty mentors included in this grant. For four summers, I mentored an undergraduate in much the same way that I mentor the PSY 495/496 students, meeting with the student daily. In all but one case, we were able to design an online survey and collect data via Amazon Mechanical Turk based on student interests and in order to address important gaps in research. Projects were all presented at national conferences as well, and are likely to be published in peer-reviewed scientific journals in multiple cases.

PSY 394/395 Students. Data are collected in my research laboratory nearly every semester, and undergraduates are involved in this data collection and other research activities for research credit. Students in my laboratory may be involved in consenting single participants, couples, college students, children, or parents who have had their children removed by child protective services. They receive additional training on the ethical conduct of research with human subjects beyond that provided by the standard CITI training modules. Research procedures they administer include questionnaires, directions for problem solving discussions, cooperative tasks, mirror tracing tasks, use of actigraphs, and baseline assessments of physiological parameters, attachment of electrodes for assessment of heart rate, breathing, and skin conductance, reminder calls to families to complete diaries, sensitive interviews (including emotional autobiographical interviews), the Trier Social Stress Test modified for use with children, acting out arguments in front of children, and many others. They learn how to design questionnaires in Qualtrics, operate recording and scoring hardware and software for actigraphs, respiratory sinus arrhythmia, and skin conductance, collect and store saliva samples, create and manage data sets, score questionnaires, assess reliability, and identify potential outliers. We meet every week to learn new skills, go over findings from the research being conducted in the lab, trouble shoot problems with the current research, and read articles on topics relevant to our work. Every year, I try to take a few students to a national conference such as the Society for Research in Child Development or the Society for Research in Adolescence. These students have the opportunity to co-author posters presented at these conferences. Students were trained and supervised beginning in Spring 2009, but records were kept starting only in Fall 2011
